Comment on Results  

The Accountability Pillar Results Report shows how the School of Alberta Ballet is doing relative to 

student learning outcomes, and demonstrates that the school is achieving excellent results overall. 

On the Grade 9 Provincial Achievement Exams, School of Alberta Ballet subject averages were 14-

17 % higher than the provincial averages, and the percentage achieving excellence was between 

27 and 40% higher than the province. 92% of all students achieved the acceptable standard on 

diploma examinations; and 37 % achieved the standard of excellence on diploma examinations. 

Students performed better than the Province on the acceptable standard, 6.8% higher, and the 

school was 15.7 % higher than the Province on the excellence standard. In Mathematics 30-1 and 

our students performed better than the Province at both the acceptable and standard of 

excellence by 12.6 % and 49.1 % respectively. In Biology 30, students performed better than the 

Province on the excellence standard by 13.1 % and in Chemistry 30, students performed better 

than the province on the excellence standard by 32.2%. 

Recognizing that high quality teaching plays a key role in supporting student learning, the school 

supported professional learning opportunities for teachers, and developed a process with teachers 

to evaluate achievement. The School also provided programming and instruction through inclusive 

and differentiated education to accommodate diverse learning needs. 

Of the 12 students who graduated with an Alberta High School Diploma in 2106, ten of them have 

pursued dance careers and two chose to seek other career pathways at University, illustrating the 

success of our dance training program and the pathway opportunities it has created.  The 

percentage of  teachers, parents and students who are satisfied that students model the 

characteristics of active citizenship was 94.2% and the percentage of teachers, parents and 

students who are satisfied that students are taught the attitudes and behaviors that will make 

them successful at work was 91.7%. 
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Strategies 

 

 Maintain small class sizes to allow for differentiation and personalized instruction to help 
each child reach their learning potential.  

 Facilitate after school and weekend tutorials and diploma preparation sessions as needed.  

 Support second language learners with resources provided by the English as a Second 
Language personnel. 

 Advance career programs and pathway opportunities for students at the high school level. 

 Support the Classical Ballet and Contemporary Programs as they strive to increase the 
caliber of programming and thereby expand career opportunities for dancers who 
graduate from our program.   

 Increase academic results by increasing consistency between summative and formative 
assessments.     

 Improve humanities outcomes with greater emphasis on reading comprehension, 
persuasive writing, critical analysis of sources and test taking strategies.
