Comment on Results  
The Accountability Pillar results report how the School of Alberta Ballet is doing relative to students achieving learning outcomes, and 
demonstrates that the school is achieving excellent results overall. 100% of all students achieved the acceptable standard on diploma 
examinations; an increase of 7.9 % from last year, and 43.8 % achieved the standard of excellence on diploma examinations, an increase of 
17.5 % from last year. Students performed better than the Province on the acceptable standard, 14.8% higher, and the school was 22.8 % 
higher than the Province on the excellence standard. In Mathematics 30-1 our students performed better than the Province at both the 
acceptable and standard of excellence by 33.3 % and 44.5 % respectively. In Social Studies 30-1 students performed better than the Province 
on the acceptable and the excellence standards by 12.0 % and 17.1 % respectively. 
 
Recognizing that high quality teaching plays a key role in supporting student learning, the school supported professional learning opportunities 
for teachers, and developed a process with teachers to evaluate achievement. The School also provides programming and instruction through 
inclusive and differentiated education to accommodate diverse learning needs. In 2013-14 targeted services were provided to 4 students 
meeting Mild Moderate criteria and 13 students who speak a first language other than English.100% of al

1. Maintain small class sizes to allow differentiation and personalized instruction to help each child reach their learning

The School of Alberta Ballet is focused on preparing students for the future ï in addition to a strong academic program students are being 
prepared for their future careers as dancers in our world class dancer training program and for their role as global citizens through School 
programs.  The Emerging Artists program provided dance engagement to 8000 students in 42 venues in 2013-14. Fundraisers to support a 
former student with health problems, the food bank and other charities further demonstrate the commitment to volunteering and student 
citizenship.  Student Council provided leadership opportunities to 15 students who planned and organized 25 events during the school year. 
 
Preparation for a professional career begins with access to world class ballet teachers, a strong curriculum, an average of four hours of dance 
training each day and performance opportunities.  With all of these requites in place, the school continues to see its graduates well prepared 
for careers in ballet.
